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INTRODUCTION

The EVAC Coaching Packet is designed to provide EVAC Volunteer Coaches with a clear
understanding of their responsibilities to EVAC as a whole, to individual players, to parents and
to the EVAC Board. Questions that arise during the course of a season that are not covered in
this packet will be referred to the EVAC Athletic Director for resolution.

East Valley Athletes for Christ is a non-profit organization that exists to provide home school
youth an opportunity to compete in athletics in a Christ-Like fashion. EVAC Coaches must apply
for this volunteer position and be approved by the EVAC Board. EVAC Coaches serve at the
pleasure of the EVAC Board and may be dismissed by the EVAC Board if the Coach does not
adhere to all areas of this coaching packet.

EVAC encourages athletic competition by all Coaches and players in practice and games. This
competition is not a “win at all costs” philosophy rather an attitude of spiritual humility,
sportsmanship, intensity and a Christ —Like attitude. Coaches are expected to do their best to
prepare teams to give 100% effort, use strategy, play by the rules and present themselves in a
manner that Honors Jesus Christ on and off the court or field.

The EVAC Board realizes the tremendous sacrifice our volunteer Coaches make to Coach our
athletes. One of the goals of the Board is to provide guidance and oversight but not to interfere
with the Coaches freedom to coach during practices and games. Coaches are expected to be
an example for players in character and spiritual growth. Coaches are encouraged to engage in
Christian devotions and prayer at practice, before and after practices and games.

EVAC competes in the Charter Athletic Association and will adhere to their Constitution and

rules at all times during the season.

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EVAC PLAYER ELIGIBLITY

EVAC is a Sport Association for Home School Students. A Home School Student is defined by
EVAC as a student whose total educational experience is directed by the student's parents. In
addition, the following eligibility statements are from the Charter School Athletic Association to
which EVAC belongs.

Players must take no less than 51% of their schooling through the schools curriculum. Students
must be enrolled in 3 core curriculum classes at their school in order to be considered eligible
for that school. In a student's last year of high school, they are only required to take as many
classes as necessary to complete their graduation requirements in order to be considered
eligible.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE CLASSES AND EVAC PLAYER ELIGIBILITY:

The EVAC Board of Directors, charter schools, and the community college system recognize that
high school students may earn both high school and college credit when enrolled in college
classes (http://www.mc.maricopa.edu/students/dual/pdfs/DEInstructionPacket.pdf). All college

classes a home school student takes may be counted for home school credit to fulfill eligibility
CAA requires as an EVAC home school student. The situation is similar for a student attending a
CAA affiliated charter school and taking college class through the charter school. Therefore,
college credits taken through a charter school are counted as high school credits from that
charter school and may not be counted toward total home school credits for the purpose of
determining eligibility for EVAC.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR EVAC COACHES, PARENTS AND PLAYERS

We believe that athletic competition should demonstrate high ethics and sportsmanship and
promote the development of practical biblical character and life skills. We believe that the
highest potential of sports is achieved when each player is committed to pursuing victory with
honor through biblical character. This code applies to all student athletes and parents. These
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qualities include but are not limited to: integrity, honesty, reliability, loyalty, respect for others,
self-control and encouragement toward all team mates, coaches, parents, officials, opposing
teams and any others. Students and parents that continuously conduct themselves in a way
that reflects negatively on the team or organization could be dismissed from participating.

Violations of the EVAC Code of Conduct will be judged and managed by the person most
directly in the line of authority to the violator. Coaches and parents are the authority in
situations that involve players. Situations that are especially egregious or that are brought
to the attention of the EVAC Board of Directors by an EVAC member will be judged and
managed by the Board of Directors.

EVAC TEAM/COACHES FINANCIAL POLICIES

1. Individual team budgets shall be submitted to the EVAC Athletic Director or Treasurer one
month prior to the start of the season.

2. Team budgets shall balance such that the expenses shall not exceed income. The prior years
ending season balance will be provided and included in the current season’s budget.

3. Individual Team Budget will be maintained online accessible to the Team’s Coach and EVAC
Treasurer.

4. Each coach will be invited to fill out their Team’s Budget and Check Log online at
http:\\spreadsheets.google.com.

5. The total Players Fees calculated on the completed Team’s budget shall be collected prior to
and submitted to the team’s first practice. Players fees shall be submitted to the EVAC

Treasurer within 1 week of the team’s first practice.

6. Expenses shall be paid or reimbursed by check. Each expense shall be submitted with the
original receipt or invoice annotated with the check number and coaches name.

7. Checks for expenses can be received from the EVAC Treasurer or Athletic Director.
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8. Coaches receiving signed blank checks for EVAC Team expenses are responsible to provide
the check number, date, payee, description of items purchased and team incurring cost in
the online Check Log.

9. Asthe season progresses, coaches must notify the EVAC Board as soon as possible if costs
will be greater than $200 over budget.

10. All donations for EVAC Teams shall be submitted to the EVAC Treasurer for credit in the
Teams account. Coaches are not authorized to provide Donation Receipts for tax purposes.

11. All estimated donations included for budgetary purposes must be secured prior to
submitting the team’s budget to the EVAC Treasurer. Securing the donation can either be
receiving the check from the donor or an email or letter from the donor pledging the
donation to the EVAC team.

COACHES RESPONSIBILITIES - CHECKLIST

(including signed camp liability waiver). D

b. Submit budget to the AD for approval at a board meeting one month prior to the
beginning of your sport. For example: basketball starts in November, budgets are due
prior to the October board meeting. Your team will not be allowed to practice until
your budget has been submitted.
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c. Upon approval, purchase necessary equipment for the season as stated in your
budget. Be sure to turn the receipts in to the AD. Other purchases may not be
reimbursed

3. Purchase any necessary equipment as approved in your budget. D

4. Secure gyms or fields for practices and games.

d. Know your gym times and take a blank calendar to fill out schedule. Attached to this
packet is a form that will help ensure that you schedule home and away games with
every team in your division.

Keep the EVAC website updated with changes in your practice or game schedules, etc.
Inform the AD of changes to your schedule that need to be communicated with CAA. This
can be done via email to adevac@evacsports.com. Only EVAC’s AD should communicate

with the CAA. You are, however, free to communicate with the opponent’s coaches or AD.D
Secure checks from the AD or Treasurer to pay officials at your home games. Be sure to turn
in records of to whom the checks were written and the amount.C]
Post scores on the EVAC website within 24 hours. This way they show up on the front page
of the website under “Yesterday’s Games” scores!!
Report any officiating challenges to the AD.
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23. Fill out referee evaluation sheet at each game. This will help weed out the poor officials. D

24. Be sure all receipts have been turned in to the AD. Receipts not turned in thirty days after
your season ends, will not be reimbursed. C]

25. Collect uniforms from the players. Pack away for next season. C]

26. Turn all player paperwork in to AD within 30 days. D
